PUBLIC INPUT
Cathy Morris inquired as to who is responsible to pick up the garbage along the perimeter of the RV park, as its starting to accumulate.
CHAIRMAN REPORT
The Chair reports that he attended the County Planning Commission meeting. There was a review of sign ordinance Language. He mentioned that Weldon and Colfax have created a sign ordinance.
ZONING ADMINISTRATOR REPORT
  The ZA reports only 5 permits issued to date. The ZA talked about the zoning language addressing trailer/RV camping on occupied or vacant property. The current language reflects a 15 day maximum for concurrent temporary usage, with total dates of occupancy to not exceed 60 days in a calendar year. The ZA suggests the Commission consider creating language (such as a Special Land Use permit) to address this issue. A public concern of temporary camping is disposal of waste and the possibility of more RV/trailer camping on a residential property. The ZA has received complaints from adjoining properties. The ZA wants the commission to be aware of this issue; the summer season will find him fielding complaints.
One member of the ZBA is expiring and will need to be re-appointed.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
A. Cottage Industries- A review of the working draft ordinance. Herd queried the ZA as to how the permits will be issued. The ZA states all will be issued as a Special Land Use permit. A discussion among all members addressing the maximum proposed square footage allowed for a home occupation. An agreement by all as to the modified proposed language. A MOTION by Herd with SUPPORT by Pasche to approve the draft ordinance as modified; MOTION CARRIED all ayes.
B. B. Sign Ordinance- the ZA passed out information from the MSU extension office addressing sign ordinance language. The members will review and discuss at the next meeting.
C. Solar Energy/Dark Sky- the chair gave copies of sample ordinances from Lakes to Land addressing Dark Sky language to all members for their review. The ZA also has sample language addressing solar panels.
NEW BUSINESS
A. Medical Marihuana- the ZA discussed the new regulations the State of Michigan has implemented. The members all discussed the need to create language addressing this. It was suggested to hold an informational forum with the Township Board and public to gauge the community’s feeling on allowing Medical Marihuana facilities within the Township. A date in August is being considered.
